	This is the category of activity which releases greenhouse gas emissions. There are three category types: Scope 1 (direct emissions), Scope 2 (indirect Emissions), and Biogenic (stationary or mobile combustion of biomass sources). Stationary sources are not movable in operation, such as boilers, furnaces, and emergency generators. Mobile combustion includes vehicles and anything which can move while in operation. Purchased electricity falls under Scope 2, indirect emissions.

	Text
	The fuel type refers to the type of fuel that the source uses. For purchased electricity, the fuel type will be WECC California, which is the name of the regional electric grid. This information is selected by the state agency to determine the correct emission factor for CO2.

	This is more specific information, if applicable, about a fuel type. If there is no more specific information, the default value will be All. This information is selected by the state agency to determine the correct emission factor for CO2.

	End Use Sector

	Text
	For non-electricity sources, this indicates the sector that a specific source belongs to. For vehicles, it indicates the vehicle type. For stationary sources, it indicates what industry sector (commercial, industrial, residential, electric power) the source belongs to. This information is selected by the state agency to determine the correct emission factor for CH4 and N2O.

	Text
	Depending upon the end use sector, technology refers to the emissions control, model year, or other technology, usually of combustion sources. Purchased electricity will have an unspecified technology as a default value. This information is selected by the state agency to determine the correct emission factor for CH4 and N2O.

	Number
	This is the number, in metric tons, of carbon dioxide equivalent that each source emits annually. Carbon Dioxide equivalent is determined by adding up emissions of CO2, CH4, and N2O for each source, multiplying each source by its global warming potential (GWP) and summing these emissions into a single number. 
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
